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Chair Report 
 
It is with great pleasure that I present the one hundredth annual report of the Auckland Swimming 
Association.  
 
Auckland Swimming has seen many changes over its one hundred years, not only in the change of 
swimming pools from the days in the Navy docks to the indoor heated pools of today but from the full 
costumes to the brief Speedos and now back to the full costumes in a different style and material. We 
 have also changed in the way we manage our sport. For many years swimming was administered as  
a totally volunteer sport. While we still heavily rely on the time and efforts of our volunteers we now  
have some paid staff who allow us to manage our sport in a more professional way.  
 
Again I would like to take this opportunity to thank our volunteers who give so much of their time to  
make the competitions a success.  
 
To our staff, thank you for all your efforts this year. I know you have gone beyond the call of duty with  
major events of the year including the Centennial dinner, the SwimFun Carnival, our championship  
meets, the trials for the World Champs and the acquisition of the new scoreboard.  Special mention  
here must go to our Executive Officer, Philippa, who managed to secure funding of $230,000.00 
 towards this scoreboard. This was an excellent achievement and ensured we continued to move 
 towards our vision of significant sport by 2010. 
 
The Centennial Dinner was a huge success as a reunion of many swimmers and the theme of  
Swimmer of the Decade and Swimmer of the Century was well received.  We must acknowledge 
 the work here of our President, Norma Williams, who has so much knowledge and history of  
Auckland Swimming.  Norma’s efforts in making this evening a success were much appreciated.  
It is disappointing that due to health Norma will not be available next year as our President but it  
is appropriate that she has seen the centennial completed. 
 
This year we see David Jack retire from the board.  David has spent seven years on the board of  
Auckland Swimming, four as chairman and three as an independent board member. David has 
been responsible for the drive to secure the new score board, he has liaised with councils and  
assisted the board in the management of the finances. The Board of Auckland Swimming thank  
David for his outstanding contribution to swimming in Auckland. 
 
As a Board we have continued to lobby councils and have played a key role in the ARPASS  
(Auckland Regional Physical Activity and Sport Strategy). The ARPASS group includes all councils  
in the greater Auckland Region and is focusing on swimming pool facilities as its first project.  For 
 Auckland Swimming, Suzanne Speer has managed this work and the final document has just been 
completed in May 2007 identifying the need for more facilities in the Auckland region. This will be the 
 key document to which councils will refer to in the future.  
 
Our swimmers have had a successful year with many making New Zealand teams and Auckland  
clubs dominating the points table at all National meets.  Auckland Swimming hosted the RADS  
camp for Swimming New Zealand and continues the incentive scheme that has provided a total  
of $10,000.00 in support to our swimmers over the year. Congratulations to Moss Burmester on 
 breaking the Commonwealth record for the 200m butterfly in the final of this event at the 2007  
World Championships in Melbourne. 
 
Auckland Swimming has assisted clubs with pool hire for all interclub meets.  Auckland Swimming’s 
 club mark was put on hold as Swimming New Zealand is developing a similar scheme. 
 We are awaiting further information on this scheme but the initial roll out includes a discounted  
MYOB package which is available to all clubs.  
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In an attempt to create a smooth pathway for swimmers from schools and swim schools to clubs  
Auckland Swimming introduced the Swim Fun Carnival for non-club members. Clubs looking to  
recruit new members are welcome to assist in running these meets and be available to promote 
 their club.  
 
Our technical officials have benefited from our plan to provide opportunities for the development  
of more qualified officials. The booklets to assist all new parents and officials are available from the 
Auckland office. 
 
The board would like to acknowledge the work of our accountant Ross Pauling and Partners who 
 donate their time to this organisation. 
 
Finally, a thank you to our board members, who selflessly give their time and guidance to managing 
 this sport in the Auckland Region.  These people attend the meetings each month and provide the 
strategic direction of Auckland Swimming. While the swim meets are our flagship much of the work  
of this board involves setting the foundations to ensure the organisation functions efficiently, effectively  
and financially. The hard work of this board and our Executive Officer over the past two years has 
culminated in the acquisition of New Zealand’s first colour screen score board. A vision that has  
became a reality as a result of combined efforts.

In this our Centennial Year, Auckland Swimming can look back over the last 100 years with pride.   
 
The growth in competitive swimming over the 2006/07 year rose and numbers in swimming generally are 
growing in our region.  This is a good sign for Swimming Auckland as we venture into the next 100 years.   
With the introduction of our Schools Aquatic Programme we, as a region, must embrace and nurture 
swimming in Auckland to ensure that over the next 100 years we continue to produce world class 
champion swimmers.   
 
What have we been up to: 
 
ARPASS – Auckland Regional Physical Activity & Sport Strategy 
Swimming Auckland has played a major part in partnering with regional Councils, regional Sports Trusts, 
national and regional sports organization in forming a steering group to deliver the ARPASS document   
This document is the culmination of information, feedback and data as provided by members of the 
steering committee.  The aim of this project has been to lead and actively facilitate a co-ordinated approach 
to facility provision in the Auckland region. 
 
Digital LED Screen 
It has taken Swimming Auckland three years to fulfill its objective of replacing the Daktronics Scoreboard.  
We needed to source a product that would suit the environment, be user friendly and most of all, be within 
the budget.  February this year saw the installation of a new Digital LED Screen at West Wave Aquatic 
Centre.  As with all new ‘high tech’ equipment there is a “teething time” for settling down, and over the next 
couple of months we will be working on ensuring that the software is running efficiently and the operators 
are getting the best possible use from the equipment.    What an asset for Swimming Auckland to secure 
and one which I am very proud to see finally come to fruition.   As Swimming New Zealand would say “the 
start of something extraordinary”. 
 
It is very important that we acknowledge the wonderful support given by The Lion Foundation, The ASB 
Community Trust and The Waitakere Licensing Trust in ensuring the successful purchase of the new 
Screen.  Without their monetary contribution, this would not have been possible at this time.  Sincere 
thanks. 
 
Media 
This was another great year for Swimming Auckland in the media with various clubs having swimmers 
profiled in the local community papers.  Maori TV have taken to profiling our Maori and Pacific Island 
swimmers to encourage those cultures to look at participating in the sport of swimming. 
 
Schools Programme 
I’m pleased to report that following on from last year we gained a further 5 schools who participated in the 
Schools Aquatic Programme.  Credit for this must be extended to Tanya Playfair who was contracted to 
Swimming Auckland for a period of 6 months.  We will continue to grow our relationships with the schools 
and in doing so, increase our talent pool. 
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Competition 
Lets take it from the top: 
�  World University Games, Bangkok during August this year – 15 out of the 19 Swimmers selected to 

represent New Zealand are from Auckland clubs; 
�  2007 World Champs, Melbourne, March/April – 14 our of 17 swimmers selected were from 

Auckland clubs - 2 Auckland Swimmers reached individual finals, one breaking a Commonwealth 
Record while the Womens 4 x 100m freestyle, Womens 4 x 200m freestyle and the Mens 4 x 100m 
Medley relay teams qualified for positions in the relay events at the 2008 Beijing Olympics; 

�  Pan Pacific Championships, Victoria, Canada – 15 out of 20 swimmers selected were from 
Auckland and 7 final placings were achieved from the Auckland swimmers; 

�  Junior Pan Pacific Championships  - 2 swimmers from Auckland, each of them receiving a bronze 
medal in their respective events; 

�  Fina World Youth Championships - 2 of our Auckland swimmers were selected with both of them 
advancing through to finals; 

�  In the disability category – one Auckland swimmer was selected to attend the IPC World Champs in 
South Africa and reached finals in a couple of events; 

�  Our Auckland coaches have dominated the selection on international teams. 
 
Swimming Auckland with the support of the Auckland clubs ran interclub meets to cover all levels of 
swimming for at least 9 out of the 12 months of the year.  Development camps were once again included 
for our Level 2 and Level 3 Zone swimmers while Swimming New Zealand ran (with the support of the 
regions), camps for top level Junior and Age Group swimmers. 
 
Two years ago we took up the running of the Northern Primary Schools Swimming championships. This 
has been so successful that Swimming Auckland will continue to run this event on behalf of the Schools. 
This event will now be shown on future competition calendars. 
 
The Swim Fun Carnival continues to be a great initiative for schools and swim schools and will again 
feature on our competition calendar for 2008. 
 
Events 
What a year for our championship events group.  A new structure was developed for the running of the 
regional and national championships which incorporated 6 event managers.  Each manager was assigned 
a duty for the entire meet and this duty was rotated for each championship event being run.  We received 
good feedback on this both from the volunteers involved and members of various clubs.  The process is 
being updated to incorporate a volunteer succession process. 
 
From a growth perspective, it was pleasing to see that all the Auckland Regional Championship events; 
Winters, Juniors, Age Groups and Opens all exceeded last year’s numbers.   Auckland Opens – 7 regional 
teams;  Auckland Age Groups – 4 regional teams and two international teams;  Auckland Juniors – 9 
regional teams and two international teams. 
 
Auckland Swimming were also the hosts of the Absolute Insurance World Champ  
Trials held in December 2006 and the NZ Junior Championships held in February 2007. 
I would like to take this opportunity to send an enormous thank you to the six volunteer members of the 
Championship Group for their time, effort, enthusiasm and hard work in ensuring that the 7 Auckland and 2 
national championship events ran as efficiently as possible over the course of the year. 
 
 
Technical 
It’s good to see that numbers were up again from last year with Officials gaining their qualifications.   A 
couple of highlights for technical this year were the successful examinations by 5 new Referees and rising 
to the challenge, the 7 new officials who gained their national qualifications.  Well done. 
 
The Official’s logbook has been working well and its good to see the members utilising the booklet.   It is 
quite noticeable that Clubs have ‘raised the bar’ in developing and recruiting members to actively 
participate in the support of swimming due to the rising number of officials. 
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A major consideration over the course of the past year has been funding.  This is getting increasingly 
difficult and Swimming Auckland is reviewing new revenue streams to ensure sustainability over the next 3 
years and beyond.  It is imperative that we are able to maintain a consistent income stream to continue 
growing the sport in our region to support the development of new initiatives, the schools aquatic 
programme, resources for clubs, officials and incentives for our swimmers.
