All swimmers must have swum under at least one qualifying time at
either the 2013 State NZ Open Championships or the 2013 Mayfair
Pools National Age Group Championships.

Training space will be allocated with a ratio of 6 swimmers per lane if
it is long course or 4 if it is short course.

One accredited club coach must be present during training.

In case of multiple bookings on the same slot, allocation will be made
based on FINA points of the best ranked athlete (Olympic events).
